We understand t hat our neighbours living at the Coach House propose
a new build adjacent to their property, which abuts our |and. W
have carefully considered the acconpanyi ng docunents of the planning
application and wish to raise the follow ng objections to this
bui | d.

1) We oppose further devel opnent within this countryside area. The
area will change from being an exclusive area to nore of housing
ate catchnent. This negatively influences both the nai ntenance and
growt h of local fauna and wildlife within the area, plus the

resi dual value of the existing residences.

2) The design and appearance of the new proposed build will not be
in keeping with the rest of the heritage style buildings on the
estate. Proposed pl anni ng deci si ons have been required to honour

t hese

requi renents. For instance, when the original plans for North Court
were subnitted by MIIgate Hones, the plans had to substantively
nded to fit onto the footprint of the previous property and to be in
keeping with the original property. Further to The Lodge devel opnent
on the site in c2015 this also had planning requirenents to ensure
the build was in keeping with the style of other properties. A new
eco house, as proposed, we believe will not be inline with this
princi pl e.

3) There are no suitable anenities retail/services/anenities within
wal ki ng di stance. There is no lit footpath via Jubilee Road to
California crossroads where a pharnacy, doctors' surgery and co-op
is located. Whilst Finchanpstead village is nearby, there is a
recreation ground, a pub, the Church and cricket pitch. None of
these village facilities support occupants to fulfil their daily
living

requi renents. We understand |ocal transport infrastructure is
negligible with only 2 bus services: to Farnborough College within
the school termonce per day and the Route 145 bus service between
Three Ml e Cross and Wnnersh once per week on Tuesdays.

4) W are concerned that the proposed new build proposal will also
create a traffic inpact including, significant demand on the
existing small driveway, which in current tinmes will not just be
used for egress of residents but also a range of service and
delivery vehicles coning and going. To add anot her hone inpacts on
the existing limted resource.
